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Press Release

The Ethiopian Community in Toronto has called a parade of
remembrance to adore the courage of Ethiopians killed by
the EPRDF security forces at the beginning of June 2005,
while attempting to print democracy on the Ethiopian
political page. We, Diaspora Ethiopians, take a serious note
by remembering those jewels who made democracy their
highest end — giving the most precious gift of no
alternative.

The Ethiopian Community in Toronto continues to
condemn the blatant and systemic violation of human
rights by the EPRDF regime. Some leaders of the
political opposition, journalists, students and ordinary
citizens were murdered in cold blood and others were
violently beaten and put in prison for voicing against the
post-election fraud and misgovernance. A decade and a
half reign of absolute dictatorship has brought Ethiopia
to its political boiling point. Neither the judiciary obeys
the constitution that governs the behaviour of all nor do
the security forces obey the judiciary. Thus, Ethiopia is
a country of top jailers and most killers — led by political
serpents — moving forward — using rare gear — a state of
go nowhere.

The present Ethiopia has become a nation of wrong
equilibrium; the citizens have no rights and government has
no proper duty. In fact, the government of Ethiopia is
incapable of responding to domestic challenges or fulfilling
its international responsibilities. As a result, the EPRDF
has resembled a hut made of dry corn stack that requires
only a gentle touch to collapse. What glued Ethiopia
together is not so much political ideology but social biology
— of nationalism - popular defiance to divisive governance.
